We have completed our pre-application 
meeting with the City. The comments were 
very minor, provide a grading plan for the 
storm water swale, add parking information on 
the site plan, coordinate tree mitigation with 
the City engineering department and add it to 
the site plan. All the data has been collected, 
the drawing marked up, and we are awaiting 
the final from our engineering firm, Honeycutt 
and Associates. The City engineer indicated 
we will receive site plan approval once the 
drawing is resubmitted. He also complimented 
us on the data package we submitted, stating 
it made the City’s job much easier. I didn’t tell 
them I had an ulterior motive – speeding up 
the process! 

We have completed negotiations with the 
building manufacturer, and we have a floor 
plan and a contract. Once we have site plan 
approval, we will order the building drawings
