For social studies and 
geography we will finish our work on basics such as 
continents, their names, where we live and families.

Fall is here and the summer fades. Well, sort of, 

we still live in Florida! I’d like to thank everyone 
that participated in our community field day.

I think that it is important for 
students to understand the community they live 
and how things work. Once again, greatest thanks 
to those organizations.   

In science for this month we will begin working on 
the scientific method and will learn to use the use 
these methods in both data analysis and 
experimental design. These lessons will offer 
students direct application to approach they will 
need to do their science projects. During this time 
I will also present a formal outline for the students 
actual presentation portion of their project. In the 
meantime, please remember to have each student 
keep a journal of everything they are doing with 
their project.  

Please ensure that your student is developing 
consistent study habits to help them learn and 
integrate material they are taught throughout the 
week. This is especially important for third graders 
transitioning into mine and Mrs. Manley’s classes. 
The pacing of our classes is radically different 
then that of Mrs. Price’s class. I’ve found that 
there is an adjustment period for students moving 
into the third grade. They have to learn time 
management and, to a certain degree, 
independent responsibility of their assignments. 
They have to learn to switch from workbooks to 
textbooks. They have to learn how to look on 
assignment sheets to track their work. Most 
importantly, they have to adapt to a system where 
they take a series of weekly tests. Please 
understand that these adjustments are major for a 
third grader and help them on the home front as 
we will help them at school.

I love this time of year and desperately wish I 

could say that I am looking forward to seeing the 
leaves change.  Unfortunately we don’t see that 
but the change in temperature is something to get 
excited about.  My third through fifth graders just 
finished there first book, The School Mouse.  They 
did wonderfully well with it.  The next book my 
third graders are going to be reading is Jackie 
Robinson and the Year of the Boar.  I look forward 
to reading this book with them and seeing there 
progress with this particular genre.  My sixth 
through seventh graders are finishing up there first 
book this week, The Little Prince.  The Little 
Prince was full of underlying meaning and 
depending on who is reading it, gets their own 
lessons from the author.  We will be beginning a 
new book next week.  In our writing classes we 
have been learning about organization in writing, 
preventing writers block and if we have a case of 
writers block, steps we can use to continue with 
the writing.  We have been learning about strong 
verbs verses weak verbs and how the use of 
strong verbs spices up our writing.  We also 
learned how to “show, don’t tell”.  The kids really 
did excellent with this portion of our writing class 
and how if we simply “show, don’t tell, we can add 
colorful detail to any type of writing.  This past 
week we have been learning about how important 
voice is when writing.  Voice is one of the key 
traits to writing.  The kids read a book called Dear 
Mrs. LaRue, Letters from Obedience School.  Ike, 
our main character, taught all of our kids how 
important it is to use voice, it hooks our readers 
and keeps them interested.  I have been ecstatic 
on how much the kids have been enjoying the 
writing class and I know when everyone begins to 
see some of there work, everyone will be shocked 
at their progress.  Language Arts has been 
excellent as well, for my third-fifth graders we are 
going to continue with adverbs this week along 
with articles. Sixth and Seventh graders will 
continue with nouns, and through the month of 
October specifically proper nouns.  Overall, both 
classes have been doing wonderfully well and I 
can’t wait to see the progress through this month.

Thomas Jefferson on 

Government 
Thomas Jefferson (1743-1826) served two terms 
as President of the United States but did not 
consider being President one of his greatest 
accomplishments. He was proud of having drafted 
the Declaration of Independence and Virginia’s 
statute on religious freedom as well as the role he 
played in founding the University of Virginia. 
Jefferson believed that informed and educated 
people would use their knowledge to make wise 
decisions for their own and the common good. He 
often presented the view that the best government 
was the one that interfered the least with the ways 
in which people chose to live their lives.  

Some Jefferson words:

 

“We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all 
men are created equal, that they are endowed by 
their Creator with certain unalienable rights, that 
among these are life, liberty and the pursuit of 
happiness. Whenever any form of government 
becomes destructive of these ends, it is the right of 
the people to alter or abolish it. (from the 
Declaration of Independence)” 

“Were it left to me to decide whether we should 
have a government without newspapers, or 
newspapers without a government, I should not 
hesitate a moment to prefer the latter.” 

“Error of opinion may be tolerated where reason is 
left free to combat it.” 

“The whole of government consists in the art of 
being honest.” 

“I hold it, that a little rebellion, now and then, is a 
good thing, and as necessary in the political world 
as storms in the physical world (said of Shay’s 
Rebellion, 1786).” 

“The government is best which governs the least, 
because its people discipline themselves.” 

“When a man assumes a public trust he should 
consider himself public property.”
